 Lab School Summer Camp is a day camp for children 3-6 years old, who are potty trained and have not attended kindergarten.  Six 2-week sessions consist of fun-filled activities, each focusing on a central theme.  Activities include water fun, art experiences and dramatic play.  Each session features a special guest or field trip.  The camp day is from 9:00 AM – 1:00 PM and includes morning snack and lunch.   Early care is available on request from 7:30-9:00 AM each day for an additional fee.
Session #1
DINOSAURS…T’REX AND BEYOND!
June 1-11 (no camp 5/31)   $252.00


Step back in time to the days of these prehistoric giants!  We’ll have our own “dinosaur dig” using sand, brushes, bones and magnifying glasses.  Create a clay dinosaur to go in our “prehistoric city”.  Budding paleontologists will explore forming dinosaurs from cardboard shapes which we’ll cover with “dinosaur” skin, work dino puzzles and make rubbings of these creatures who lived in the land before time.  We’ll make fossils and enjoy fingerplay and puppets, as well as enjoy snacks…are you a meat eater or herbivore?  We’ll end our camp with a special visit from the St. Louis Science Center’s Vanasaurus .









Session #2
ART…OFF THE WALL AND OUT OF THE BOX!    June 14-25   $280.00

Come and discover the artist that is in every camper!  We’ll use our imagination to create “hidden” tin foil sculptures and rainbow yarn window ornaments.   Mother Nature will provide objects to decorate our fabric wall hanging, and tree branch mobiles will be part of our artistic exploration.  We’ll “dabble” with making sparkle collages and funky, 3-D seashell creatures.   Campers will be “photographers for a day” and take pictures that we’ll frame and decorate for take-home treasures.  We’ll make our own “watercolor” snack cake and have a special visit from a CHAMP DOG (rescue dog)!
Session #3
STORYBOOK STEW…WITH ERIC CARLE   June 28-July 9 (no camp 7/5) $252.00
What is more magical than a good story?  We’ll enjoy the books of Eric Carle in this camp.  A House for Hermit Crab will inspire us to make a tissue paper ocean, cut out crabs and decorate them with gems, sequins, sea shells and other “jewels” of the sea.   Papa, Please Get the Moon for Me will find us making cheese circles (our moons!) for snack, and our art center will include making unique sky and moon paintings.  We couldn’t miss including “Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What Do You See? as part of our “stew”.  We’ll act out the book with props and costumes, and celebrate by making special “bear” cakes.  Lastly, we’ll enjoy The Very Clumsy Click Beetle.  We’ll make a collage with animal shapes, tissue paper and wallpaper paste, and an Eric Carle group mural using combs, brushes, and many textured materials.  We’ll finish up our Storybook Stew with a visit from the Kirkwood Library storyteller who will bring us more Eric Carle magic!
Session #4
Cookin’, Movin’ & Groovin’  July 12-23    $280.00
Hey, Campers…lace up your shoes, bring your healthy appetite, and get ready to cook, move and groove!  We’ll take a walking trip to the Farmers’ Market, make a real food collage using seeds, rice, beans, pasta and oatmeal and try our hands at “ice cream” art.   Put on your chef’s hat and eat from our “Pancake Bar”, personalizing your own pancake.  In addition, you’ll create your very own pizza (from scratch!).  We’ll play Pizza Match, Ice Cream Match and Curious George Nutrition Game.  Our art center will include making gadget prints, and a special group collage using food labels.  We’ll experiment with tumbling, dancing, tai chi, and enjoy our special visitor from “Yoga for Youngsters”, Kat Buck.   All campers will decorate a frame that will hold a photo of your favorite yoga pose!  We’ll be rockin’ during this high energy, fun (and healthy!) camp.
Session #5
GALAXY JAMBOREE   July 26-August 6    $280.00  

Blast off into a fun-filled session of outer space experiences!  We’ll launch into the solar system after we make our own space helmets and miniature space ships.  Every camper can bring a small stuffed animal that will go on a space launch with a real parachute!  We’ll create our own “alien” funky space creatures, make man- in-the-moon paintings, crayon melt stars and model with stardust playdoh.  Snacking on Planet Cookies and Pluto Punch will be part of the fun.  We’ll read Zoom! Zoom! Zoom! and  I’m Off to the Moon, and create our own moon rocks.  Our special visitor will be a musician who will sing with us about the wonders of the galaxy!  It will be out of this world, cosmic fun!
Session #6
GOIN’ BUGGY
August 9-19    
(no camp 8/20)   $280.00
We’ll be “Goin’ Buggy” every minute of the camp day!  Paper mache bugs, a group mural of our ‘creepy crawly” friends, and 3-D spiders will be part of our artistic centers.  We’ll do worm paintings, make cocoon wraps and play very buggy games like Match-a-Bug, Snails Pace and Hungry Caterpillar.  Everyone will enjoy making one-of-a-kind buggy glasses to take home.  “Grasshopper” shakes, ants on a log and buggy snacks will be part of the fun.  We’ll learn about bugs and their habits from our very special guest, Ms. Carol, the Science Lady!  We’ll also have a visitor from the Library read and act out “Goin’ Buggy” stories to end our camp exploration.  Eww, bugs…means fun for campers!
